As
always, domestic participation is strong, with 24 Hungarian teams competing across all seven
categories.

Synchronized skating is entering an exciting new era, with Juniors already on the path toward
Olympic participation. We look to the future with confidence and are committed to supporting the
continued growth and visibility of our sport.

We wish all teams a successful competition and hope that the Budapest Cup will once again be a
memorable experience for skaters, officials, and spectators alike.

Exciting Times:
The Transformation of Synchronized Skating

Synchronized skating is living through one of the most exciting transformations in its history. The
sport has grown enormously over the past decade — in technical level, global participation, and
international visibility. More teams than ever are competing at a high standard, and the
atmosphere at competitions reflects a discipline that is confident, ambitious, and clearly moving
forward.

A major step in this evolution is the introduction of Synchro 9, a new nine-skater format created by
the ISU. As ISU Synchronized Skating Technical Committee Chair Philippe Maitrot recently
explained, this format is designed with a clear long-term vision: opening the door toward Olympic
inclusion. Synchro 9 is not replacing traditional teams, but complementing them — making the
sport more accessible for new countries and easier to integrate into the Olympic framework.

At the same time, junior skating is also evolving. From this season onward, juniors compete under
updated rules that align more closely with senior structures, strengthening the pathway between
levels. Importantly, synchronized skating is expected to be part of the Winter Youth Olympic
Games in the Synchro 9 format — another historic step on the road to the Olympic stage.

The journey itself is already full of opportunity. More teams, more nations, higher standards, new
formats, and growing recognition — all of this signals that synchronized skating is not standing
still. It is reshaping itself with purpose.

The direction is clear. The road leads toward the Olympic Games — and the transformation
happening right now makes the future brighter than ever.

A szinkronkorcsolya torténetének egyik legizgalmasabb &atalakuldsat éli. Az elmdult évtizedben
latvanyosan fejl6dott a sportag: nétt a csapatok szama, emelkedett a technikai szinvonal, és
jelentésen er6sodott a nemzetkozi jelenlét. Soha ennyi csapat nem versenyzett ilyen magas
szinten, és a versenyek hangulata egy magabiztosan épitkez6, ambiciézus sportag képét mutatja.

Az atalakulas egyik legfontosabb mérféldkdve a Synchro 9, az ISU dltal bevezetett kilenc fés
versenyformatum. Philippe Maitrot, az ISU szinkronkorcsolya szakosztalyanak elndke egy friss
interjiban hangsulyozta: a Synchro 9 célja viligos — megnyitni az utat az olimpiai részvétel felé. A
kisebb létszam konnyebben illeszthetd az olimpiai struktiréba, mikdzben Uj orszagok szamara is
lehetéséget teremt a csatlakozésra. A hagyomanyos csapatformatum nem szlinik meg, hanem
egy Uj, olimpiai perspektivaval egésziil ki.

Ezzel parhuzamosan a junior kategodria is megujult szabdlyrendszer szerint versenyez az idei
szezontdl, amely szorosabban kapcsolja 6ssze a junior és senior szinteket, erésitve a sportoldi
életut folytonossdagat. A tervek szerint a szinkronkorcsolya a Synchro 9 formatumban mar az
Ifjisagi Téli Olimpiai Jatékokon is bemutatkozhat — Gjabb jelent6s |épés az olimpiai szinpad felé.

Az Ut mar most tele van lehet6séggel: egyre tobb csapat, egyre tobb nemzet, magasabb szinvonal
és novekv6 nemzetkozi figyelem jellemzi a sportdgat. A szinkronkorcsolya nem csupan fejlédik —
tudatosan formadlja a sajat jovéjét.

Az irdny egyértelm(: az olimpiai jatékok. Az ehhez vezet6 atalakulds mar elkezd6dott — és a
szinkronkorcsolya jov6je soha nem volt ilyen igéretes.
